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Small farmers across the country embraced the

concepts popularized in books such as Pastured
Poultry Profits by Joel Salatin and eagerly set out build-
ing movable pens on pasture called “chicken tractors,”
purchasing day-old chicks through the mail and, before
they knew it, finding themselves right in the middle of
the pastured poultry movement.

This has been good news for consumers, who are
becoming increasingly concerned with where their
food comes from and how it is grown. From Mi-
chael Pollan’s The Owmnivore’s Dilemama to Barbara

he pastured poultry movement has attracted
hordes of practitioners in the past decade.
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
